NOTICE OF AVAILABILITY (NOA) AND NOTICE OF INTENT (NOI) TO ADOPT

AN INITIAL STUDY/ MITIGATED NEGATIVE DECLARATION
FOR THE OAKMONT AGOURA HILLS PROJECT
A Draft Initial Study/ Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) has been prepared for the Oakmont Agoura Hills Project pursuant to the State of California Public Resources Code and the “Guidelines for Implementation of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) of 1970,” as amended to date. 

PROJECT LOCATION:  29353 Canwood Street, Agoura Hills, CA 91301
PROJECT ZONING/LAND USE DESIGNATION: Business Park-Office Retail/Freeway Corridor Overlay (BP-OR/FC).
CASE NOS:  Conditional Use Permit No. CUP-01358-2017; Sign Permit No. SIGN-01361-2017; and Oak Tree Permit No. OAK-01360-2017.
PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  The project consists of one two-story building of 71,020 square feet for a senior assisted living and memory care facility on a 5.7-acre site, with 75 units and an anticipated resident population of 86 persons (some units would be doubles). Resident amenities, such as cooking and dining facilities, activity rooms, beauty salon, library, fitness center, private theater, and outside courtyards, including an outdoor dining area, would be provided. The facility would operate a 20+ passenger shuttle bus, as well as a smaller vehicle, for local trips, and would provide on-site surface parking for vehicles. The request is for a Conditional Use Permit to construct the facility in the BP-OR zone and on a hillside lot; a Sign Permit for a proposed monument sign along the street frontage; and an Oak Tree Permit for construction work in the protected zone of oak trees, although no oak trees would be removed.  
DRAFT ENVIRONMENTAL DOCUMENT: An Initial Study/ Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) was prepared to evaluate the environmental effects of approval of the project. The IS/MND analyzes the following issue areas: aesthetics; air quality; biological resources; cultural resources; geology and soils; greenhouse gas emissions; hazards and hazardous materials; hydrology and water quality; land use and planning; mineral resources; noise; population and housing; public services; recreation; transportation/traffic; tribal cultural resources; and utilities and service systems. The IS/MND identifies potentially significant impacts to the following issue areas: aesthetics, biological resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, and noise. However, all impacts can be reduced to a level of less than significant with incorporation of mitigation measures identified in the IS/MND. 
DOCUMENT AVAILABILITY: The Draft IS/MND is available for review at the Agoura Hills Library at 29901 Ladyface Court, Agoura Hills, CA 91301 during its regular business hours, and at the Planning and Community Development Department at City Hall at 30001 Ladyface Court, Agoura Hills, CA 91301, between the hours of 7:00 AM and 5:00 PM on Monday – Thursday, and between 7:00 AM and 4:00 PM on Friday. Beginning Thursday, November 16, 2017, the document is also available online at www.ci.agoura-hills.ca.us. 
PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: The City of Agoura Hills encourages the public to provide written comment on the environmental document. The public review period begins on Thursday, November 16, 2017. Comments on the Draft IS/MND must be submitted by Monday, December 18, 2017 by 5:00 P.M.
