Shelter In Place

o Close and lock exterior doors and windows. Close or turn off vents,

» Bring pets inside.

fireplace dampers, exhaust fans, heating or cooling systems, and as
many interior doors as possible.

» Go into your pre-selected shelter room with your emergency kit. This
room should be above ground and have the fewest openings to the
outside.

» Seal gaps under doorways and windows with wet towels or plastic
sheeting and duct tape.

» Close drapes, curtains, and shades in the room if you are warned of a
possible explosion. Stay away from windows.

» Remain in the room until authorities advise you to leave.
